The top seven players on the 2025 LETAS Order of Merit will earn full
membership for the 2026 Ladies European Tour season, while those finishing
8th to 31st (not otherwise exempt) will advance directly to the final stage of
the LET Qualifying School, bypassing the first qualifying stage.
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
